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Investigating factors that enhance the resilience of complex tourism systems on
Japanese islands
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The study considered Japanese islands as a complex system and analysed the
challenges faced in the development of tourism. It then examined the factors that enhance island
resilience. An international academic symposium was held to examine resilience in island tourism,
and a survey of islands in Japan was conducted from the perspectives of society, culture and the
natural environment. As a result, it was confirmed that Japanese islands with weak tourism factors
of sun, sea and sand, on the contrary, have uniqueness and diversity and could be a model for
diverse and sustainable island tourism after the pandemic. The potential for tourism was identified
for art tourism involving migrants, relevant populations and residents, tourism to islands where
non-wild but non-pet animals share living space with humans, and the choke point concept based on
cultural and value diversity.
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
