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This study reveals that intelligence-gathering activities on China by the
Tsushima domain were a very important duty for the lord of Tsushima during the late Edo period.
Gathering intelligence was a goal since the establishment of of the Japan house in Busan (J. Wakan,
K. Waegwan), and the Shogunate intended to collate information from multiple sources. Additionally,
developments such as the Later Jin"s invasion of Joseon (1627) played a facilitative role in shaping
the intelligence-gathering responsibilities of the Tsushima lord. The study also highlights
differences in intelligence collection related to the Later Jin"s invasion of Joseon and the Qing
invasion of Joseon (1636), and also points out that the arrival of Joseon missions to Tsushima (J.
Yakkanshi, K. Munuihaeng) was an essential means for swiftly gathering intelligence.
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
