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This research conducted a restorative study of imperial court rituals and
political affairs through analyzing imperial court documents(chotei monjo). Particularly in ancient
Japanese history, there are not many historical materials, but this is a model case that shows that
analysis of pre-modern court documents can fill in the blank space of historical materials in

ancient Japanese history. In particular, | discovered "pasted-leaf"(detcho) format documents of the
Kamakura period, and that similar documents were also used in the Heian period. | think this

phenomenon is related to transformation of Japanese society in Sekkan(Regents") period.
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
