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We have conducted research on school choice mechanisms that address bullying
and have written up six papers, four of which have been published in peer-reviewed journals. All
four of the published papers are related to the basic theoretical results in determining the details
of a school choice mechanism that addresses bullying. Two of the unpublished papers, which are more
in-depth in their discussion, normatively reassess the basic properties that a school choice
mechanism, with or without a bullying problem, should satisfy, and then present specific candidates
for a school choice mechanism to address bullying that would satisfy those properties.
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
