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Mechanisms of return migration among Japanese youth
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For this research project, | conducted a survey of return migration of
young people living in non-metropolitan areas and a survey of out-migration of young people from
non-metropolitan areas. By comparing these two surveys, | was able to compare those who have
returned to their hometowns and those who have not, although they are both from non-metropolitan
areas. The results of the comparison suggest that attachment to the hometown does not lead to return

migration, and that a certain number of male return migrants returned to their hometowns against
their will.
