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The distinctive expressive characteristics that differentiate facial
expressions that are accompanied by experiences from intentionally created facial expressions that
are not accompanied by experiences have not been fully understood. Therefore, this study aimed to
investigate the morphological features of facial expressions that are accompanied by experiences,
the morphological features of facial expressions that are judged to be accompanied by experiences,
and how observers interpret these expressions, through a joint research project between Japan and
the United Kingdom. As a result, it was revealed that surprise facial expressions accompanied by
experiences exhibit asymmetry in their facial reactions and have smaller inter-correlation than
facial expressions that are pretending to be surprised. These research findings contribute to a
better understanding of the temporal patterns of facial expressions that are accompanied by
experiences.
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
