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We integrated the vital statistics survey death form with the health and
long-term care insurance claims database. We examined the health care and long-term care resource
utilization and the place of care transition in the last year of life. We revealed that the medical
and long-term care expenditure in the last year of life among the elderly in Fukuoka prefecture
between 2014 and 2020 was 1,271.23 billion yen and accounted for 12.9% of overall medical and

long-term care expenditure.
Moreover, we examined the determinants of place of death and clarified the effects of

comorbidities and treatments.
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
