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In the South Pacific island nations, there are traditional dwellings that
are suited to the natural and socio-cultural environments. However, the circumstances surrounding
villages are changing, and traditional dwellings are on a steady decline, with indigenous knowledge
related to their construction facing the threat of extinction. Therefore, this study focuses on the
Republic of Fiji and the Republic of Vanuatu to elucidate the indigenous knowledge regarding the
construction of traditional dwellings in villages and the methods of its transmission. Additionally,

using technical training schools with carpenter training programs as a case study, the research
examines whether these schools can serve as venues for creating new opportunities for knowledge
transmission.
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
