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This study reveals the historical and social significance of honoring "Gold
Star Women™ in the United States during and after World War I. The term "Gold Star Women" in this
study refers to American women who served in war zones and died there. The scope of this study is
from the U.S. entry into World War 1 to the interwar period. The majority of World War | studies in
the U.S. have overlooked "Gold Star Women." This study succeeded in making them visible.
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
