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The research clarified the importance of the ILO’ s supervisory mechanism in
the framework of international institutional law and determined, by focusing on the
effectiveness of supervision undertaken by its main supervisory organs, namely the
Committee of Experts on the Application of Conventions and Recommendations and the
Conference Committee on the Application of Standards, that there is actually an
accumulation of “case laws” , which is significant in the consolidation of the
substantive body of international labour law. The ultimate aim of the research, which
was to ascertain the process—based approach in the international law—making, was achieved
in that the substantive law can well be strengthened, if the degree of authoritativeness
and the persuasiveness could be rendered by the process
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
