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WFZER R OME (3) : In this study, I examined the religious activities and mentality of
late medieval urban societies, with a focus on rituals and feasts in Flemish cities.
Particularly, analyzing religious phenomena such as processions, penitence, and
indulgence—to which little attention has been paid in Flemish history—I clarified not only
the types of urban sociability and civic identity that were formed but also how cities and
rulers developed communication through them.
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
