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The objective of this study is to reveal the issues and directions concerning career
development in international student mobility in Southeast Asia. In conclusion, 1) there
is a new trend of Malaysian students’ career development. 2) This research presents the
basis for the trends and history of student mobility. Particularly, the study focuses
on the international strategy of higher educational institutions with respect to student
mobility programs. 3) The research deals with programs and curricula conducted by
regional organizations and leading universities. The programs and curricula will have

an impact on their career development towards Asian regional network.
