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Sociology of dominant representations and difficulties in communication between
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Even in constructive attempts to promote communication between food and
agriculture, both producers and consumers are increasingly confused by misunderstandings and gaps.
In this study, first, we extracted four mutually opposing types of representations of rural life and

agriculture that mediate communication: "romantic images,”™ "village as stigma,”™ "dream of automated
farming,” and "nightmare of the food factory." Secondly, we extracted four types of images of
consumer: the "public" type, the "masses" type, the "divided masses™ type, and the "pursuit of
excellence™ type. Thirdly, we extracted patterns of miscommunication that arise from combinations of

these types. These are a result of an application of a discursive approach to the sociology of
language and interaction.
