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Development of a nursing care guide for managing financial toxicity in the
treatment of metastatic or recurrent breast cancer
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This study employed a multicenter questionnaire survey involving oncology
nurses to explore their perceptions and practices concerning the management of cancer treatment®s
financial toxicity. The findings indicate that nursing practices related to managing financial
toxicity vary significantly in frequency and substance based on nurses® perceptions of their roles.
Common barriers to nursing interventions aimed at addressing financial toxicity were identified,
irrespective of the nurses® role perceptions, with the primary obstacle being a lack of knowledge
about financial matters. It is crucial to organize and provide targeted educational resources to
nurses, focusing on the terms often used by patients and their families when discussing financial
challenges. This approach will aid in developing a practical nursing care guide that addresses
financial toxicity effectively.
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
