Those contemporary socio/economic issues, confronted
by modern Islamic societies and economies, were also grappled sometimes from critical viewpoints,
producing most updated analyses of ICT application, social medical services and Islamic finance. A series
of six symposia brouht to the fore vivid developments of constructive Islamic developments which will
contribute to the benefits for both Islamic and non-Islamic societies.
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
