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We have tried to clarify characteristics and significance of modern Japanese philosophy,

which was formed since the era of Meiji by accepting the Western philosophy, in comparison

with the philosophy of other East Asian countries. We have attempted also to transmit the

productive results of the Japanese philosophy toward the world.

To this end, we have held international symposiums at Academia Sinica in Taiwan
(January 2012), at Kangwon National University in Korea (March 2012) and at Beijing
Foreign Studies University (September 2012). We could introduce by these symposiums the
East Asian researchers to the modern Japanese philosophy and discuss its characteristics and
contemporary importance with them. The results of researches and discussions in Korea are
already publicly-available and other results will come into the world at some point in the near
future.
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
