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I conducted an investigation on the reception of Western music in Osaka and Shanghai
during wartime based on documentation and interviews. The education system of
conservatoire and the concerts of the Russian and Jewish refugees of Osaka and Shanghai
are compared. Concerning Shanghai, the active performance of “contemporary music” and
“Shanghai Ballet Russe” are discussed by referencing foreign language newspapers such as
the French Le Journal de Shanghai and the Russian newspapers Slovo and Zaria.
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
