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WHZERC SR OMEEL (9532) : By investigating various factors that constitute a modern notion
of “communicative competence,” I examined different outcomes of communicative
intentions in everyday practice, proposing that what underlie beneath them are such
features as “variability” of language use, “collaboration” of participants toward
mutual achievement, and “embodiment” of verbal and nonverbal elements in communication.
The outcomes from the project include numerous presentations at meetings and conferences
and an edited volume of collected papers and a (ongoing) special issue project for an
international academic journal.
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
