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This study focused on the cultural norm of sports as a mixed concept in the period
of the Anglo-Japanese Alliance. Although both concepts of "simple manliness™ and "good wife as well as cl
ever mother” were the educational purpose as the ideal personalities penetrated into the secondary school
institutions, they were transmitted by the medium of educational idealism in British elite schools and rel
ationships between sports and imperialism. Despite the fact that British codes were activated through spor
ting education before World War 11, physical education for national defense was implemented with the aim o
f sublimation of super-nationalism in the period of fascism. Both were the results of the Japanese politic
al and educational strategies in which they cleverly referred to the cultural systems in foreign countries
in making a modern nation-state. The process of how the Japanese climate of sports was fostered through t
he complex fusion of these foreign impacts was explained in the study.
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
