During the two
years of research, a wide variety of constructions and expressions showing some kind of
irregularity were dealt with, including the newly—created conjunct not only that but,
verb and adjective valency patterns, on account of as a clause linkage marker and
please—placed to-infinitive clauses. As scheduled at the beginning of this project, it
revealed many interesting facts concerning these irregular constructions, on the basis
of empirical data from corpora.
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
