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We study a problem of mechanism design theory. We study rules (or social choice fu
nctions) through which agents select a subset from a set of objects. We investigate domains on which there
exist nontrivial strate%y—proof rules. We establish that the set of separable preferences is a maximal do
main for the existence of rules satisfying strategy-proofness and no-vetoer. We also construct a large coo
rdination game model of second-language acquisition.
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
