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This study targets important cultural landscape selection districts,
categorizes the selected districts according to the way of thinking of values, and then checks and
verifies the consistency of survey and value evaluation and evaluation and preservation plan. In
particular, the value surveys often had many different contents. Therefore, in cultural landscapes,
it is difficult to link items and integrate as values. The regional change is described in the
survey report a little, but it is not written about the mechanism of the change or the unchanging
one. Even the preservation plan is not written specifically about change, and it can be said that it

is a future subject.
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
