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This research project aimed at two points. The first point was to
establish an environment for more effective utilization of the George Morrison Pamphlet Collection,
by creating a database with summaries in English of the items in the Pamphlet Collection. Over the
course of the project, we finished summarizing more than 800 items in the Pamphlet Collection.

The second point was to promote researches to utilize the items in the Pamphlet Collection.
Through the efforts to explore many items, we have discovered the value and the potential of the
Pamphlet Collection as an appealing and informative historical resources. We have written articles
and essays not only on academic journals, but we have also jointly published a book on modern East
Asian history that contains our research ﬁapers utilizing the Pamphlet Collection. We have thus
achieved the above-stated objectives of the research project that demonstrates the value and
potential of the Pamphlet Collection.
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
