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Disaster relief activities by lifesavers are essential for Japan which is a
country subject to numerous natural disasters. It is common for them to study ways to save victims
from danger. However, the skills of communicating with those victims or to other rescue workers is
important. Therefore, the goals of this study is to develop teaching methods for commnication
during rescue operations and put into practice. The study represents an analysis of the actual
conditions of lifesavers® ability to communicate while they are engaging in rescue work. In this
study, both linguistic and sports scientific research are conducted in terms of discourse. In
addition, lifesavers received appropriate instrucitions on how to communicate effectively during
rescue operations on the supposition of disasters. Improving lifesavers®™ communication skills while
they are working will directly improve the results of rescue operation.
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
