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A Study on Sekisui NAGAKUBO"s Map Making Process

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Roughly sketched maps and Chinese books, in total 279, were found from
Sekisui NAGAKUBO' s descendant house.

It became clear that Sekisui
modified information on his map several times. Furthermore, Refereed maps and books were identified,
though a part of it. We need time to make clear Sekisui NAGAKUBO' s map making process using those
maps and books that were found in this research.
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
