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Interdisciplinary Study about Attitudes toward Taxes in Japanese Society
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In this study, we conducted two surveys. First, we did document survey about
Japanese tax administration’ s history, financial sociology, economics and psychology of attitudes
toward taxes. Second, we did sociological and psychological research of attitudes toward taxes, by a
questionnaire survey for college students. As a result of this questionnaire survey, we confirmed
that they have the tendency to feel tax burden on high income groups to be heavy and the tendency to
want to reduce burdens on the nation in future. Also, we dealt with relations between psychological
characteristics and policy intention, and factors that build the trust to the government.
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
