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A study on literacy rate of late medieval and early modern Japan in relation to
regional structure
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The purpose of this study is to empirically clarify the historical process
of literacy formation in Japan. For this reason, the following two studies have been conducted. (1)
Collection and analysis of materials that inform the process of elementary literacy education in the
early modern times, (2) Analysis and consideration of the results of literacy surveys in the Meiji
era.
(1) In this research, I conducted data surveys in Yamagata Prefecture, Fukushima Prefecture, Nagano
Prefecture, Fukui Prefecture, etc., and was able to collect original reading and writing materials
compiled in each area. Especially in Fukui Prefecture, 1 was able to collect materials that could
reveal the detailed learning process of Terakoya. It can be said that this is an extremely important
document on the history of literacy education in early modern Japan.
